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Annual Meeting 

Haverford College 

April 10th, 2013

There were approximately 21 individuals that signed in on the signup sheet.  (Names are available upon request). 

1. There was a “Call to Order” by Mr. Pahides at approximately 6:39 PM. He briefly reviewed the agenda for the meeting. 

2. There were introductions of all attendees

3. There was a minute of silence in remembrance of Peter B. Christie. Past GAHSP CEO/Secretary/Treasurer. 

4.  Mr. Yiantsos discussed the recent meeting with Mrs. Creticos and how she shared wonderful stories of her childhood and how it inspired her to create the GAHSP organization.  Mr. Yiantsos went on to talk about how Mrs. Creticos and Mr. Yiantsos were signing Greek songs during the meeting. 

5. Mr. Pahides mentioned that he has been acting as a consultant to the Society for the last two years in the role of Executive Director and is looking forward to executing on the strategy and vision laid out by both Mrs. Mary Creticos the President and Mr. Christie.   He also mentioned that he had been working with Mrs Creticos attorney Mr. Stephen Shelly, Esq. and that it was confirmed that the GAHSP Board Resolution dated August 12, 2011 detailed the Succession Plan that Mr. Pahides had been formally and legally assigned the responsibility of Treasurer in light of Mr. Christie’s passing.  Mr. Pahides was able to secure signing authority for the bank accounts.  

6. Mr.  Pahides announced the official alliance and partnership with the Cosmos Philly organization a multi-media organization which focus on the Greek American Community in the Greater Philadelphia area and complemented them on their efforts to produce a promotional video to date. 

7. Greek American Heritage Society’s Promotional Video was then played for the entire group. Upon completion of the showing of the video, there was applause followed by many complimentary comments. 

8. Mr.  Pahides explained the Greek American Heritage Society’s Mission and Goals. 

9. The mission statement was read and it was to “Inspire social change and trigger personal growth by reconnecting both youth and adults to their heritage” (NOTE: The GAHSP is at a new beginning – this information reflects where we were and will be updated based on the members feedback and ideas)

10. Mr. Pahides  went on to state that the organization’s goal is to sponsor events and to document organizational histories and personal stories of people of all backgrounds to illustrate Greek values, build community, and inspire excitement about our individual heritages 

11. Mr. Pahides mentioned that the goals will be accomplished by: 

1. Creating educational and cultural programs and exhibits where young people from all walks of life can become enthused about the wisdom and knowledge of the ancient Greeks and modern Greek Americans by being exposed to the teachings, ideals, culture, and ethos of Hellenism as well as being stimulated by these personal stories

Establishing a Heritage Center that will: a. host education and cultural programs, various exhibits and displays, and b. collect, display and archive material that documents the history and contributions of the Greek American community in greater Philadelphia

12. Mr. Pahides mention that the organization’s focus is on youth development. Specifically - equipping and empowering young people to document their ancestral past and to create their own future. 

13. Mr. Yiantsos presented the new Motto “Everyone has a story to tell - who will maintain your legacy?” 

14. Mr. Greg Vlassopoulos was elected Annual Meeting Chairman and Nick Voutsakis was the Secretary

15. Roll Call of Society Members in attendance by review of the official Annual Meeting Sign-in Sheet and future member commitment along with the roll of the transition team which was comprised of Mr. Pahides, Mr. Yiantsos, Professor Kitroeff, Mr. Voutsakis, Mr Xenos and Dr. Hnarakis.

· There was a question from Mr. Voutsakis in terms of the investment vehicles that had been considered in the past. Mr. Pahides responded that here to date he was not made aware of the makeup of the portfolio however he has come to learn that the allocation is made up of approximately $500,000 of Banking deposits vehicles in 5 accounts with very low yields. It was suggested that an investment committee be assign to provide fiduciary oversight of the portfolio.  

· Dr. Eliadis requested of there was a budget in place. Mr. Pahides stated that Mr. Christie did not establish a budget but that Mr. Pahides would be working toward establishing a budgeting process.
